How will I study and how long will it take? 
On-line unit delivery (some internal classes at Mt 
Lawley and Joondalup with sufficient numbers) 
Part-time: 

• 1 unit per semester - 2 yrs to complete

• 3 units in 1 semester – 1 yr to complete
